	Snatching
Strap lets go/ breaks under load,

	All persons to take direction from the person in charge on the recovery only.
All drivers to be fully briefed on the correct and safe working procedures on snatching.
All onlookers to be at least 1.5 times length of cable away from recovery operation.
All equipment to be fully serviceable and in good working order at all times, prior to use.
Recovery leader to check recovery equipment for suitability prior to load being applied 
Gloves and other PPE to be used 
Snatch Strap blanket (dampener/ air brake) to be used.
Snatch straps to be joined correctly and in compliance with Club training.

Ensure club recovery gear is carried on this trip by the trip leader on the day.

	Fire and Smoke 
	Fires are only allowed in designated areas at the picnic grounds
Potential for bush fire if not protected
Potential for severe injury to participants who may fall into fires
	Med
	Fire conditions/ restrictions/ requirements to be covered by the Trip Leader in Pre trip briefing to participants. 
Special mention made to watch over children near fires – parent/ guardian responsibility.
Trip leader will check fires established to ensure compliance on Sat evening.
No skylarking near fires to be tolerated.
